licenced to sleep 19 in the 9 rooms onsite. The rooms are clean and basic with linen supplied, storage
in each room along with a hand basin and heating. Rooms 1 and 2 have an ensuite whilst the upstairs
rooms have shared facilities. We have an onsite Manager who runs the lodge ona day to day basis,
preparing meals and cleaning the communal areas. Guests are required to clean and vacuum their rooms
ondeparture and participate in rostered duties throughout their stay. Duties may include serving
meals, preparing the fire, cutting wood and removing recycling. These duties are allocated by a Hut

Captainwho is a lodge member.
