Mrs. Batch was the first University of Wollongong graduate presented to the Chancellor, Mr. Justice Hope. She

graduated Bachelor of Arts.

I was the very first to graduate from the newly autonomous Uni of Wollongong by virtue of
the fact that Arts was the first faculty to graduate and my name started with "B"!

(A friend of mine whose name started with A had also qualified for an Arts degree that year.
But he chose not to attend the graduation ceremony. So Chrissie stepped up to the plate and
took the honour — Ed)

A shame it wasn't International Women’s year. A delightful irony that a woman, a divorcee
with 3 children majoring in Research, Psychology, and English Lit. was the first graduate for
a university initially established to provide skills and expertise for the steel and coal
industries, Engineers etc ...a strong male focus in those days!!
